Study Guide for Artist License
The test consists of 50 questions: multiple choice, matching, True/False, fill-in the blank, and numbering steps in order. You must receive a 70% or higher to pass the test. 
· Read over Vigo County Body Art and Ear Piercing Ordinance 

· Know the difference between sanitization, sterilization, cleaned, and antiseptic
· When to change gloves
· What types of jewelry are acceptable for an initial piercing
· How often you must run a spore test (biological indicator)

· What forms of identification are acceptable

· Know minimum temperature for hot water at hand wash sink

· How to clean patron’s skin before piercing or tattooing

· When artist license expires

· Know what has to be posted for public viewing (i.e. Universal Precautions, Patrons Rights, Aftercare Instructions, etc.)

· Minimum square footage of body art establishment and stations

· Know age limitations and prohibited acts 
· How long you must keep patron records

· What information is required on patron records

· Be able to give examples of personal protective equipment (PPE)

Cellulitis is a common, potentially serious bacterial skin infection. It appears as a swollen, red area of skin that feels hot and tender, and it may spread rapidly.

Hepatitis B is a serious liver infection. For some people, the infection becomes chronic, leading to liver failure, liver cancer, or cirrhosis — a condition that causes permanent scarring of the liver. There is a vaccine that can prevent the disease.

HIV Acquired immunodeficiency syndrome (AIDS) is the name given to the later stages of this infection. By damaging your immune system, it interferes with your body's ability to fight off viruses, bacteria and fungi that cause disease.

Hepatitis C is an infection caused by a virus that attacks the liver and leads to inflammation. Most people infected with the virus have no symptoms. In fact, most people don't know they have the infection until liver damage shows up, decades later, during routine medical tests. It is passed through contact with contaminated blood and there is no vaccine.

MRSA is caused by Staphylococcus aureus bacteria and it’s resistant to the broad-spectrum antibiotics commonly used to treat it. 
· Be able to put in order the steps to set up a station and break it down.

· Station Prep

· Wash Hands
· Put on clean gloves and check for tears

· Set-up barrier protection (cover chair, work table, bottles, etc)*

· Set-up single use items

· Dispose of gloves and Wash hands

· Put on clean gloves and check for tears

· Prep client for procedure (clean site)

* You may wash hands and put on clean gloves after this step, but it is optional and will NOT be on the test.

· Breakdown Station

· Dispose of gloves and wash hands

· Put on clean gloves and check for tears
· Break down station and remove barrier protection without cross contaminating

· Dispose of gloves and wash hands

· Put on clean gloves and check for tears

· Clean equipment and work area with tuberculocidal EPA registered disinfectant
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
